· Bring payment to camp with you. We must ask you to pay for the number of attendees listed on your group’s form even if you have late cancellations (we buy groceries for those numbers). 

· Make cheques payable to Scouts Canada, Odawa Area. 
Emergency information, training and paperwork

· Bring to camp all emergency/contact info for the Group’s youth, Scouters and parents.

· Ensure that the relevant members of your Group know where to find that info at camp.

· Before coming, read the Apple Hill Scout Reserve (AHSR) rules, which are posted at camp. 

· AHSR emergency plan included in registration package (see page 3).
· Adults at camp must be current on training/paperwork. If in doubt, ask your Group Commissioner. 
Food, equipment, garbage, parking
· Bring your own tents and sleeping gear. No kitchen equipment needed.
· Bring your dishes and water bottles — we’ll feed and water you!
· Helpers needed: People to bring home garbage/recycling, to direct traffic on Friday evening/Saturday morning, to act as registrar and to assist youth running stations as requested.
· Parents dropping off and picking up youth are to park in the lot near the entrance to the camp and walk gear in/out. Youth should try to carry their own gear. Each Group may designate one emergency vehicle/gear hauler and park it in the lot just past the lodge (decide ahead of time). Please inform parents before camp about parking.

From south entrance of camp (near where the water truck is often parked)
1. Exit camp property; turn left on Kenyon Concession 2 

2. Continue to Loch Garry Road (about 2 km)
3. Turn left onto Loch Garry Road 

4. Continue to Hwy 43 (about 4 km)
5. Turn right onto Hwy 43 

6. Continue to hospital entrance on your right, just as you enter the town of Alexandria (about 8 km) 

From northwest entrance of camp 

1. Exit camp property; turn right on Kenyon Concession 3 

2. Turn left onto Boy Scout Road 

3. Continue to Hwy 43 (300 m) 

4. Turn right onto Hwy 43 

5. Continue to hospital entrance on your right, just as you enter the town of Alexandria (about 8 km) 

From northeast entrance of camp 

1. Exit camp property and continue straight onto Boy Scout Road 

2. Follow to Hwy 43 (300 m) 

3. Turn right onto Hwy 43

4. Continue to hospital entrance on your right, just as you enter the town of Alexandria (about 8 km) 

Communication
1. Cell phone coverage may be limited, so check your phone when you arrive to see where it works. 

2. In case of emergency, advise camp ranger and the person in charge of the camp as soon as possible. Emergency numbers will be provided to attendees at camp.

3. Complete and submit incident report form as required by Scouts Canada and cc camp warden. 
Youth Kit List for Spring Camp
· Stuff gets mixed up at camp. Label it. Sometimes people don’t recognize their own pants! 

· Use a waterproof duffle bag or backpack. Avoid using garbage bags to waterproof or carry items.
· Youth: Do your best to pack and carry your own stuff. 

· Keep to 2 bags: one for clothing, etc., and one for your sleeping bag. 
· If you need to bring medication, make sure it has your name on it, along with the name of the medication and instructions.
	Clothing/footwear:

· Rain boots

· Comfortable shoes for walking/hiking

· Necker and uniform shirt
· Warm waterproof/windproof jacket
· Rain pants
· Gloves and toque

· Sunglasses

· Broad-brimmed sun hat
· Fleece or sweater

· 2 long-sleeved shirts
· 2 t-shirts

· 2 pairs of long pants (not cotton)

· 1 pair of shorts

· 4 pairs of socks (wool/synthetic)

· 2 pairs of underwear

Other:

· Sunscreen and lip balm

· Bug repellent (Deet works best), mesh hat if desired

· Flashlight (spare batteries if needed)
· Plastic bag for dirty or wet clothes

· Small knapsack or bag for day use
· Sit-upon (newspaper in milk bags, taped shut; piece of foam; many ideas out there…)
· Notebook and pencil
· Howlers only: pocket knife with locking blade no longer than 8.5 cm (per updated Scouts Canada policy); to be kept for safekeeping by your Scouters until the appropriate time

	Ditty bag (mesh/cloth bag):

· Plate, bowl, cup, mug
· Knife, fork spoon

· Water bottle

Sleeping gear:

· Sleeping bag (good to slightly below 0°C) or 2 lighter bags), in waterproof bag
· Foam or Thermarest type pad
· Blanket

· Pyjamas (keep in sleeping bag)
· Extra socks

· Pillow (or pillowcase to stuff with clothing to make a pillow)
Toiletries: 

· Washcloth and/or hand towel
·  MACROBUTTON checkbox.wcm Comb, soap

· Toothbrush and toothpaste
· Roll of toilet paper (provided at camp, but… be prepared)

Optional items:

· Campfire blanket

· First aid/survival kit
· Camera or binoculars

· Small container of campfire ashes to add to campfire, and to hold new ashes
· Fire-starting kit/materials
Leave candy, food and electronics at home. 
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
